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SURVIVING WALL STOPS AND THE BRADY LIST



COURSE DESCRIPTION:

Wall stops from the Patrol and Investigative perspectives, what to do, what to ask, and how to protect yourself and your case when under attack in court.  This course will cover the stop from the moment the request is made and taking the officers step by step up and through their testimony in court.  Additionally, Investigators will be given tips on how to handle the “wall” information, tips on informants and using their information, the law with regards to protecting their “wall” information, and the options available to both Patrol and Investigator to ensure the “wall” remains intact.  Finally, DDA Dave Williams will provide information regarding the Brady Index the top pitfalls of “wall” stops as they relate to Brady.
INSTRUCTOR:
DDA Tom Manning, has been a prosecutor for 25+ years and is currently the Chief of the Major Narcotics Division in the DA’s office.  His previous assignments include the Superior Court Felony Trial Team, Major Narcotics Unit, Mexican Mafia Homicide Task Force, J.U.D.G.E. Unit, and Gang Unit.  Tom has previously taught for the California Narcotics Officer’s Association, California District Attorney’s Association, DEA Basic Narcotics Investigator School, and San Diego Sheriff’s Academy, Local San Diego Law Enforcement Agencies, California Precursor Committee, National Chemicals Initiative, Clan Lab Investigators Association, Canine Investigators Association, ICI Advanced Gang School and is an Adjunct Professor Mira Costa College. He is considered an expert on the subject of Drug Endangered Children, Informants, Search Warrants, Miranda Issues, Buy-Walk Operations, Grand Jury Projects, Conspiracy Prosecutions and Narcotic Prosecutions.  
DDA David A. Williams, is currently the Law Enforcement Liaison to SDPD and nine other agencies.  A prosecutor since 1982, he has been an instructor for local, state, and federal law enforcement.  He is a Certified Academy Instructor for P.O.S.T., and has produced training materials on informant management, ethics, discovery, Brady Index systems, and protecting privileged information in the courtroom.  Dave is a recipient of the CDAA Instructor of the Year, CNOA California State Prosecutor of the Year Award, and the Chuck Nickel Award for statewide impact of his contributions.  
DDA Tia Quick, has been a DDA for 21 years and currently assigned to the Narcotics Division.  She has been in the JUDGE unit, GANG unit, the Superior Court unit, and spent the past 8 years assigned to the Liaison position at SDPD.  For the past eight years, the focus of her job as the liaison has been the reviewing of search warrants, updating officers on the law, and helping maintain a positive relationship between the two agencies.
