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COURSE ANNOUNCEMENTS
Most NTC Instructor Course certifications do not have a specific time limit.  Students are encouraged to maintain their skills and knowledge once they complete a specific instructor course.  To help accomplish this, it is N.T.C.’s policy that past students in good standing and depending upon availability are allowed to attend future NTC instructor courses in the same discipline within 5 years of the original program at no additional tuition cost.   
Diversionary Device Instructor’s Course

Date: June 16-17, 2017 (16 hours)   Host Agency: Santa Ana P.D., Santa Ana, CA   This course certifies students as diversionary devices instructors.  Open to personnel designated as diversionary device instructors. Course includes history & physics, types of devices, general characteristics, physiological effects on the human body, pre-deployment concerns, criteria for use, proper deployment techniques, tactical considerations, liability concerns, rendering safe, reloading, documentation, instructional techniques and other topics.  Tuition: $275 ($250 for students with current CATO membership.  Please notify us at the time of registration if you are requesting this discount.)  California POST Plan IV. 1076-21920-16003.  Per POST Bulletin 2017-01 reimbursement is still in effect for this program.
Firearms/Tactical Rifle (Patrol Rifle) Instructor’s Course

Date: June 26-29, 2017 (40 hours)   Host Agency: Glendale P.D.  This intensive, 4 day, 40-hour course will provide the student with the knowledge and ability to effectively use and instruct others in the handling of patrol rifles such as the M-16/AR-15 family. It complies with the requirements of 33220 PC (short barrel rifle training) and POST regulation 1082.  It is intended for law enforcement personnel assigned responsibility for instructing a patrol rifle program as well as incorporating the patrol rifle into the response to ongoing incidents. Firearms/Tactical Rifle (Patrol Rifle) Operator’s Course
Date:  July 6-7 2017 (16 hours)   Host Agency: Orange P.D.  This program provides students with the ability to effectively use the AR-15/M-16 rifle for both patrol & tactical applications.  It is specifically structured for law enforcement personnel who are assigned (or will be assigned) responsibility for proper use of these weapons.  This course complies with the “short barrel rifle” training requirements of 33220 PC and POST’s standard rifle training requirements under POST regulation 1081. Critical Incident Management For Patrol Personnel
