COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This class is designed to assist First Responders and their families in surviving the aftermath of a critical incident.  Special speakers will cover several topics that occur after such a tragic event. This will be a riveting class that will reveal the will to survive a critical incident and expose what occurs after such an event from both the law enforcement officer/firefighter and the family member perspectives.  You will hear testimonies from each of these speakers that describe physical, mental, emotional and spiritual health practices.  Please join in what is going to be a special day. 
SPEAKERS:
Officer Dan Bihum and Officer Francisco Roman (San Diego Police Department) – On June 23, 2018, San Diego Police Officer Francisco Roman, a 3 year veteran, and Officer Dan Bihum, a 18 year veteran, were ambushed while responding to a domestic violence call in the Rolando neighborhood near San Diego State University. Both men were wounded by gunfire during the incident. Both men will share their story about the fight of their lives.
Officer Jeff Gross and his wife, Carol Gross (San Diego Police Department) – San Diego Police Officer Jeff Gross, a 31 year veteran, and his wife, Carol Gross, have been married for 30 years. Jeff has been with SDPD SWAT for 26 years, and a sniper for 22 years. During Jeff’s time as a police officer, he has been involved in three shootings. Jeff and Carol want to share their story about a life in which they have survived the aftermath of traumatic incidents.  
Benjamin Vernon (San Diego Fire Rescue Department) – On June 24, 2015, Ben was stabbed several times while responding to a “routine medical assistance” call. As a firefighter, Ben wants to share a story of struggle and survival from a position others rarely hear about.
Brad Powers (San Bernardino County Sheriff’s Department) – On October 1, 2017, Brad was attending the Route 91 concert in Las Vegas, NV. While celebrating his wedding anniversary at the concert with his amazing wife, Kristin, Brad was shot by the gunman who shot and killed 58 people and wounded 422.
