	SDTMA approved changes for the following: Making Communications part of the Board, Position Webmaster name changed to Communications.  Election term will follow same track as President & Treasurer (every odd year in Nov. Meeting). Duties for Communications Chair responsible for updating and maintaining the association’s website. The chair will manage the emails forwarding service and make public the association’s meeting minutes and meeting agenda.; to comply with the Freedom of Information Act.
Added to the bylaws. Board Members that are elected will have their dues waived for the term served, officers appointed to partial terms will have their dues waived only if appointed before annual dues are to be paid.  Annual due will not be prorated or refunded if officer is appointed mid-year.  Approval of changes to bylaws.  Motion to approve Melody Batuyong , Second to approve Matt Smith.

	POST Report
	More bills on the governor’s desk.  POST Education Bill Modern Policing bachelor’s degree implementing in 2029.  Academy training credits and prior learning can be applied towards your bachelor’s degree.  The colleges are working on what courses can be applied (some disciplines that are outside of criminal justice such as psychology) may be applied to the Modern Policing Degree. Officer must complete degree in 3 years after completion of the Academy. A bachelor’s degree in any other study meets the modern policing bill.
AB 21 officers must have additional training on how to effectively interact with persons with the Alzheimer’s disease or dementia.
This bill would require the commission to revise the 8 hour Crisis Intervention Behavioral Health Training (for FTOs Instructors) that training to include instruction on how to effectively interact with persons with Alzheimer’s disease or dementia. Effective Jan 2026.
AB 2621 officers to receive additional training on crime was against specific groups such as LGBTQ, Jewish communities.
 
AB 3038 at least 1 armed SRO/Officers on all school campuses.

SB 1020 (bill on desk) require each law enforcement agency and police academy to prohibit the use, as specified, of ethnic shooting targets, as defined. “Ethnic shooting target” means any physical range target that depicts a human form or part of a human form that includes skin colors or facial features from which a person might reasonably discern a race or ethnicity of the person depicted. An “ethnic shooting target” does not include a silhouette target or a human form target with a nonhuman skin color such as green or blue that does not have facial features.

In anticipation of the new AB 2541 pending legislation for Alzheimer’s & Dementia training; POST redid a video to the autism responses, included a portion on Alzheimer’s / Dementia training as well the mentally ill that are not 5150.  Video maybe done by the end of the year.
Jose Gaytan, La Mesa PD. Did anyone attend training on Racial Justice Act?  Per Matt Smith CVPD, 2 years ago CNOA had training PC 745; about 10 people attended.  CVPD worked with DA’s Office to develop their own training curriculum; all, sworn & civilians must take the course.
With the upcoming election FEMA has a 4 day Mobile Field Force Class. FEMA pays for everything; agency only has to pay for officer time.  Training is in Alabama, great class; sent 4 officers at a time.

Steve Woodland, SDI HIDTA. Has training fliers located on the back wall.  Hosting on July 1, 2024 Patrol Survival Tactics course.  If you need class / meeting space to hold your training. Contact Steve and he can check the room availability for you.
